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Ardoch Youth Foundation Ethical Fundraising Guidelines

Introduction

The Ardoch Youth Foundation is committed to building on the strengths of young people and their communities to improve the educational and social outcomes for all young people and families in those communities.  A great deal of Ardoch’s work is concerned with supporting disadvantaged young people who have experienced or are experiencing neglect; physical, emotional or sexual abuse; poverty; homelessness; exclusion from school and social isolation.

Ardoch employs a community development approach where all sectors of the community are encouraged to be actively and pro-actively involved in developing a greater awareness of issues affecting young people and their families and preventing youth homelessness, early school leaving and other issues of social inequity.

As an organisation which models best practice in community development, Ardoch promotes a professional and ethical approach in all aspects of our work.  This extends to our fundraising efforts.

The Ardoch Youth Foundation’s Guidelines on Ethical Fundraising

The principles underpinning the Ethical Fundraising Guidelines are:

· to value equally the contributions of small donors and large donors;

· to promote fundraising initiatives which are inclusive of all people, irrespective of employment or financial status;

· to acknowledge all donations of goods, services and monies with a letter of appreciation;

· to provide receipts for all financial contributions where possible;

· to provide timely and accurate reports for donors as requested; and

· to investigate the core business and affiliations of funding bodies, excluding philanthropic trusts.

Ardoch should apply these guidelines by giving priority to fundraising requests aimed at individuals and organisations with philosophies that are compatible with Ardoch’s commitment to improve the educational and social outcomes for all young people and their families and communities.

If there is uncertainty regarding the ethical implications of any fundraising initiative then this should be referred to the Ardoch Board of Directors or a sub-committee thereof.  In particular, this would include fundraising initiatives connected to individuals or organisations involved in:

· the production or promotion of drugs of dependency;

· pornography or other forms of sexual exploitation;

· the gambling industry.

The name or logo of the Ardoch Youth Foundation should not be used by any individual or organisation for commercial purposes without prior written agreement between the individual or organisation and the Ardoch Youth Foundation.   That written agreement should note specifically:

· the financial and other benefits and externalities expected to accrue to Ardoch;

· a date or a series of dates when monies will be forthcoming to Ardoch;

· a timeline of any events;

· the nature of those events;

· the number of paid and volunteer staff  involved;

· the expenses related to the fundraising venture; and

· any compliance issues relating to Ardoch, including sexual discrimination and harassment legislation.
