Ardoch fills Rudd’s gap in Redundancy Package 
The Federal Government have acknowledged the looming recession, creating a new package that gives redundant workers immediate support. 

This support comes in the form of career advice, comprehensive skills assessment, skills development training, targeted referrals and a $550 credit to the Employment Pathway Fund for work related items. 

While it is a fantastic initiative, it still leaves families without a way to pay for food and education when the last pay cheque dries up. 

Ardoch Youth Foundation has seen a change in ‘traditional’ clients this year, with working families turning to our services after experiencing job loss as the financial crisis worsens. 

A father of four recently approached Ardoch for urgent assistance with food and toiletries. He had lost his job and was lucky enough to find work within days of his redundancy; however he was left with no income for a period of seven weeks. 
The family lodged a benefit claim to get food on the table for the transition period. Claims such as these take weeks to process and would only reach the family when they no longer needed the support. 

Through Ardoch’s Open Pantry we were able to offer immediate support to provide the family with groceries through this difficult time. 
This family didn’t need ongoing support, but Ardoch managed to fill the gap and provide assistance when it was needed. In order to do this, Ardoch needs urgent donations of non perishable items, food vouchers and toiletries to make sure the pantry can handle the demand in these tough times. 

Australian’s have shown generosity beyond expectations in the wake of the bushfires. It is important that we remember those that needed our support in January are still in need today. The giving trend has really given our country a sense of unity and pride and it needs to continue for the sake of those in need.
